SYNOPSIS 
Emma, a disgraced former Olympian banned for a past match-fixing scandal, struggles to 
support her senile father and rebellious son, Angga. When Angga is diagnosed with acute 
Tuberculosis and requires expensive surgery, Emma turns to illegal loan sharks. Desperate to 
repay the dangerous debt, she dives into the gritty underground ping-pong gambling circuit. 
However, as risks escalate, threatening her family, Emma seeks redemption in a prestigious 
tournament. Faced with an impossible choice, she compromises her integrity once again to 
secure her son's future, proving that her true victory lies not in the medal, but in rebuilding 
their life together. 
 
 
 
 
 
 



DIRECTOR'S STATEMENT  
As the eldest son, my relationship with my mother was "close, yet distant." Raised by my 
grandmother and aunts while she was preoccupied, this film is my journey to understand and 
reconcile with her. Inspired by a true story, it narrates a mother's struggle on her father's 
pension. When her son falls seriously ill, she must fund his treatment while mending their 
strained relationship. The film portrays a mother juggling multiple roles and an 
unconventional family, reflecting how my own family persevered. It highlights relevant 
middle-class emotional struggles, showing how people navigate despair and giving a voice to 
the unheard.

Najam Yardo started his filmmaking journey in 2011. He moved to Yogyakarta in 2015 to 
specialise in directing at the Jogja Film Academy. His portfolio includes 16 short films, notably 
So Long, Home (2018, Official Selection CinemAsia Film Festival), alongside dozens of 
commercial videos. Transitioning to features, his project A Cursed Woman (in development) 
was selected for the Busan Asian Film School’s IFBA and the Southeast Asia Film Lab at the 
2022 Singapore International Film Festival. Currently, Najam is developing PingPong, a story 
inspired by his own experiences, in collaboration with Arungi Films.

過往，仍努力撫平與兒子的疏離。電影映照了我自身的家庭樣貌，也訴說中產焦慮，
