Priscilla, a 57-year-old woman of Indian-Chinese descent, resides with her family in Kolkata’s 
fading Chinatown, the oldest in India. She lives with her three children—Glen, Shenil, and 
John, in an abandoned leather factory once run by their ancestors. One by one, each child 
leaves the city to pursue their own aspirations. Amidst the series of separations, Priscilla 
begins to see her late husband. His silent appearances leads her to realise the impermanent 
nature of life as well as towards acceptance, and a freedom that comes with letting go. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT  
Loneliness, to me, feels like the truest emotion—an inevitable part of life as we are constantly 
separated from people, places, and moments we cherish. Within this separation lies an 
opportunity to confront deeper truths about our existence. This film grew from a childhood 
memory of a small Chinese dental clinic near my home, where two quiet dentists left a lasting 
impression. That memory later led me to explore Kolkata’s Chinese-Indian community. Many 
have migrated, while those who remain embody endurance, memory, and solitude. Set amid 
Kolkata’s fading Chinatown, this film becomes an intimate meditation on life, loss, and 
liberation.
